Carroll Country Club Pool Policies
· The pool will be open every day from 11:00 AM until 7:00 PM.  
· During nice weather, the pool will be open until 7:00 PM.  There will be a lifeguard on duty at all times.  Any changes of hours will be listed on the online calendar and an email will be sent to members.
· If the outside temperature is 65 degrees or above (according to the Weather Channel, www.weather.com, Mediacom Channel 57, Dish Network Channel 362) at 10:30 AM, the pool will open as planned at 11:00 AM.  If the temperature is less than 65 degrees, then the temperature will be monitored throughout the day and the pool will remain closed until the temperature reaches 65 degrees or above.  Check your email for pool reopening updates.

· The pool will not be open if there is bad weather.  However if the weather is bad in the morning and then clears up, we will open the pool.  If the weather is nice in the morning and then gets bad, we will evacuate the pool and close it.  The pool will re-open ½ hour after all bad weather has passed.  There will be a lifeguard “on call” to open pool during all regular pool hours.  Watch emails for all pool reopening and closing updates.
· There will be a 10 minute break time every hour, starting from :50 of every hour until the top of the next hour.  The break will not exceed 10 minutes unless there is an emergency in pool area.
· The snack shack will be open from 11:00 AM to 2:00 PM and during break times.
· Members are allowed to bring as many guests as they like out to the pool, but each individual guest can only come to the pool 3 times in a year.

· Members must sign themselves and their guests in.  There will be a “sign in” book at the snack shack.  The $3 visitor fee should be paid at this time or it will be recorded as a $3 visitor charge on the member’s account if they have guest with them.
· There can be only one babysitter per family per day, but babysitters are free and can come as many times as needed.

· Children under the age of 7 must be accompanied by an adult.

· Food, snacks, and beverages will be available for purchase in snack shack.  Menus will also be available in the snack shack for times when the kitchen is open. Absolutely no outside food or drink will be allowed in the pool area.  All food and drink must be purchased at snack shack or clubhouse.
· No smoking in pool area.

· Carroll Country Club Pool Party Policy is posted on the Carroll County Club website.

· Carroll Country Club Rules and Regulations will be enforced by all lifeguards at all times.  These Rules and Regulations are posted on the Carroll Country Club website.  Enforcing rules helps prevent injuries and encourages safe behavior.  (Rules and Regulations are suggestions from the American Red Cross Lifeguard Manual.)
· Any problems should be reported immediately to the lifeguards.  The lifeguards and the pro shop will have the pool manager’s phone number and will contact the pool manager as soon as possible.
