NEW POOL INFORMATION 
 Lifeguards will be on duty.  Children seven and under must be accompanied by an adult. Each member may 

bring one guest three times per year. Only one babysitter per family per day. Please register your guest with 

the lifeguards. No smoking in pool area. 

 The swimming pool opens for Memorial Day weekend and closes after Labor Day. Weather permitting, the 

pool will be open every day from 11:00 AM - 7:00 PM. 

 The pool will open at 11:00 AM if the outside temperature is 65 degrees or above at 10:30 AM (according to 

the Weather Channel, www.weather.com, Mediacom Channel  57, Dish Network Channel 214, Direct TV 

Channel 362 ) , if not it will be checked again at noon and if not it will be checked again at 2:00 PM. If the 

temperature hasn’t reached 65 degrees by 2:00 PM the pool will remain closed for the day. 

 If it is raining at 11:00 AM when the pool opens, the pool will be closed until 12:00 PM, if it is still raining, 

the pool will be closed until 2:00 PM.  If it is still raining at 2:00 PM, the pool will be closed for the day.
